My hope is that we will find, in our search for a message, a common ground which will make the demons of our differences less a curse and more a blessing.  This will be a work in progress.”

In addition, to Rev. Sinkford’s challenge, we will also have an exciting workshop the balance of our Saturday presented by John Hurley, Director of the Office of Public Witness and Kierstin Homblette of the UUA Washington Office.  They will address:

1. How we can be most effective in our public witness work

2. How to raise the visibility of Unitarian Universalism in the wider culture

3. How to become the voice of UU moral vision in our own communities
